Recommendations Before Installation:

The material SHOULD not be delivered to the job site until all the windows and doors are in place, the AC is up and running for at least two weeks, and all

plastering and paintwork are conye. The house should be environmentally ready (as MUCH as possible) for human occupancy before the wood arrives at
the job site.

Moisture acclimation is NOT a function of time. Please bear in mind that the correct procedures must be followed for acclimation. Not doing so can result in
the material FAILING. Once in the field, moisture readings should be taken of all sub-floors (which should be no higher than 12%) and the flooring material
(which should'be no higher than 12%), and thereafter until they are within 2 to 4 points of each other and no longer moving/having reached their optimal
moisture % levels. These readings should be consistent for at least 4 days before installation begins. It is also a good idea to record these readings by taking
photos, providing all parties with a detailed record.

We recommend that upon arrival at the job site, the flooring material be separated and “Sticked” with sticks perpendicular to the wood flooring so that it can
breathe. This is a labor-intensive process, but well worth the effort in the long run. The flooring material MUST be allowed to acclimate.
